To all of the mentees and mentors:

In this section you will find blank calendars for Second Semester.  At the January meeting I am hoping to work in small groups to explain your “plan” to others.  At the least, I am hoping that each of you will come to the January meeting with one class developed using the guides listed below.  Feel free to create copies of the calendars and work out all of your classes.  By downloading these into individual Word Documents you can write your plans electronically.

By developed I mean:

1. Figure out the timing for each of your units and place the last day for each unit on the appropriate day.

2. Like Santa, you should check it twice to be sure that each unit is given a realistic amount of time.  If you must add something to one unit then you must drop something from another.

3. Next you should place the KEY lessons into each unit.  These should be the times that kids experience the essential idea of the unit.

4. Finally, add in the other elements that lead up to or reinforce the essential idea of the unit.

5. Your semester planning is now essentially done.

Do not go into too much detail.  If you want an idea of what I am looking for you might want to look at the calendar I have set up for Odyssey or the calendar I set up for Twentieth Century.  They are both listed on the respective pages of the web site.
